ANTIETAM FLY ROD

The Antietam Fly Rod, custom built by Don Fine, will be raffled off at the banquet.  The lucky winner will be able to keep and use the rod for a year, then return it to the Club to be raffled at the next Annual Banquet.  Randy Landy won the rod last year and he tells me it is fine and ready to go again this year.  

The rod is a two piece, 5 ½ ft, 3/4 weight with a Pflueger Supreme, model 1834 reel and line, all in a wooden carrying case.  Raffle tickets for $1.00 each will be sold at the banquet.
