A Little FFF History 
The Federation of Fly Fishers (FFF) is a 39 year old 501c(3) charitable membership organization whose mission is “To lead activities that enhance and support the fly fishing experience for all anglers who fish with the artificial fly”. Since its inception in 1965 the FFF has grown to include 11,000 members, over 300 affiliated clubs and international affiliates in more than 20 countries.
 
The founders of the FFF believed that fly fishing was more than sport, that it represented a lifestyle or culture and that fly fishers should be expected to be ambassadors for their sport and culture. While fly fishing has grown exponentially since that time the basic FFF philosophy remains the same. Fly fishing is more than having a day of recreation. It is a complex web of interactions between the past and present between the visceral and intellectual, between the natural and the mechanical.
 
Early on the FFF decided to share their appreciation and understanding of fly fishing by creating a museum and education center to celebrate the history and culture of fly fishing. In 1981 President Jimmy Carter attended a FFF Conclave and praised FFF plans for the center as “an event that will influence fly fishers around the world”. In 1984 the first International Fly Fishing Center (IFFC) was opened in West Yellowstone and in the subsequent decade tens of thousands of visitors were exposed to fly fishing through the Center.
 
In 1994 the FFF closed the IFFC in West Yellowstone and began arranging for the “new” IFFC in Livingston. This Center opened in 1996 in its current location downtown Livingston. Renamed the FFF Fly Fishing Discovery Center (FFDC) in 2003, the Center is currently providing thousands of people each year with an in-depth examination of the arts of fly fishing.
 
In addition to the FFDC the FFF operates a variety of other programs to help achieve their mission. These programs include publication of the Flyfisher magazine, a publication celebrating the art and craft of fly fishing. Other programs include a conservation grant making program, fly casting instructor certification, various restoration and preservation conservation projects, development of code of ethics for all anglers, national fly fishing education programs and a host of others.
 
In the 39 years since its founding the FFF has profoundly affected people’s understanding of the culture of fly fishing. As fly fishing is further integrated into our lives the FFF will continue to provide a lens through which all can examine the sport and the culture it engenders.
